The book of Proverbs is part of a collection of writings known as wisdom literature. 

Wisdom literature gave directions to Israel's leaders and people for the conduct of daily 

life. Today's reading is about humility.

PSALM 112  

The presiding minister bows toward the assembly which is the body of Christ and the 

primary symbol of God’s presence in the liturgy. 

At the conclusion of the introduction to the hymn stand and face the rear of the nave. Turn to 

face the cross as it enters; you may bow as the cross passes, honoring the mystery of our 

salvation. 

The ringing of the meditation bowl calls us to silence, centering and reflection as we 

prepare for the liturgy.

Thursday, September 2, 2010 – Nikolai Frederik Severin Grundtvig, bishop, renewer of the 

church, died 1872 

Grundtvig was, with Søren Kierkegaard, one of the two great Danish theologians of the 

nineteenth century. As a pastor, he battled the prevalent idea that Christianity was more a 

philosophy than divine revelation. He wrote over a thousand hymns.
